Q: My neighbor's lawn is very tall and | have reported this to the
Association. Why is it taking so long to resolve?

A Some of the Association's homes are currently in foreclosure. Often it is
difficult to locate the owner or in some cases the bank that owns the prop-
erty. Once we do, we have to go through a "hearing" process which can take

from 30 to 45 days. At that time we can then fine the homeowner if they
have not corrected the problem. There is a new State law that allows the
County to fine the bank $1000 a day if they do not correct the problem, so
we will be working closely with them in an attempt to resolve some of these

problems.

It is ALWAYS our goal to work with our Homeowners.
